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Toxicity of Acephate to Liver and Kidney of Female Wistar

Abstract

Broad-spectrum pesticide acephate is used to control pests of ornamental plants, cotton, and
vegetables. In the current investigation, female wistar rats were given acephate orally at doses of
1/50th, 1/25th, and 1/10th of the LD50 value for 45 days in order to assess any potential harmful
consequences. The feed consumption of 1/10th acephate-treated rats during the fifth and sixth weeks
of therapy was significantly lower, according to the results. Over the course of the 45-day treatment,
there was a slight non-significant drop in both the net body weight and liver weight. In treated rats,
there was a significant dose-dependent decrease in the kidney weight and total soluble protein
content.

Antioxidative enzyme activity, including that of glutathione reductase, glutathione S-
transferase, superoxide dismutase, catalase, and lipid peroxidation levels, was shown to have
significantly changed. In rats given a 10% dose, the presence of a comet suggested DNA damage.
Furthermore, the absence or low quantity of antibodies in the serum was evidenced by the fact that
treated rats did not develop concentric rings.

Introduction

Over the past few decades, organophosphate (OP) insecticides have been used in residential
and agricultural settings all over the world to protect crops from pests and to control them. These
chemicals are used extensively, which causes them to eventually leak into the environment and have
an impact on the life there. According to reports from the World Health Organization, there are over
three million cases of organophosphate poisoning year, which results in about 300,000 fatalities®.
Numerous neurotoxic, immunological, mutagenic, teratogenic, carcinogenic, and reproductive
consequences are among the harmful impacts of OPs on non-target species?.

Organophosphates (OPs) primarily affect the central and peripheral nervous systems, as a
result of the enzyme acetylcholinesterase (AChE) being inactivated® However, oxidative stress
caused by disruptions in redox processes can also contribute to acute and subchronic toxicity of OPs.
By producing free radicals like reactive oxygen species (ROS), OPs upset the delicate equilibrium
between the body's formation and elimination of free radicals. This leads to oxidative stress. ROS
damage proteins, lipids, and nucleic acids, among other key macromolecules; nevertheless, they
primarily target lipids, resulting in lipid peroxidation of cell membranes.

One of the top ten organophosphate pesticides used in agriculture is acephate (O, S-dimethyl
acetyl phosphoramidothioate). It is applied topically to ornamental plants, cotton, and a variety of
vegetables to reduce sucking and biting insects. Both target and non-target organisms are poisonous
to acephate and its principal metabolite, methamidophos*. Research on the possible cytotoxic,
neurotoxic, mutagenic, and carcinogenic effects of acephate on various species has been identified .
Additionally, acephate has been shown to depress the immune system, making an individual more
vulnerable to infectious infections. Rats given acephate showed inhibition of the humoral immune
response.

Acephate treatment caused genotoxicity and cytotoxicity in rats, and it was also thought to
have an impact on the structure of the sperm .The primary organs in charge of drug metabolism and
excretion are the kidney and liver, respectively. The evaluation of oxidative stress indicators in
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various organs may provide insight into acephate toxicity. Because so many people engage in
agricultural and associated activities that expose them to pesticides on a broad scale and over time, it
is impossible to overlook the negative effects of pesticides and they pose a severe threat to public
health.

The ability of acephate to produce ROS like other Ops® highlighted the need to carry out
present study to investigate the toxic effects of acephate in liver and kidney along with genotoxic
and immunological effects in female wistar rats.

Materials And Methods

Rattus norvegicus (Berkenhout), a species of sexually mature female wistar rat, weighing 130-
200 gm was used for the study. Rats were acclimated for fifteen days prior to treatment, after which
they were split into four groups—three treatments and one control—each with six rats. For forty-
five days, the rats were housed in a typical laboratory setting at 22 degrees Celsius. They were fed a
conventional pelleted diet and had unlimited access to water.

To make the commercial acephate formulation (Starthene 75 SP) more palatable to female
rats, it was mixed with olive oil before being administered. As a control, the first group had nothing
but olive oil and no insecticide. The other three groups of rats had oral intubation for six weeks
while receiving acephate therapy at 1/50th, 1/25th, and 1/10th of LD50, or 866 mg/kg of body
weight (Gupta and Moretto, 2005). They were observed for three to five hours following pesticide
treatment to look for signs of death, hyperactivity, and excessive salivation.

At weekly intervals, the feed intake of the rats treated with acephate and the control group was
assessed and expressed as gm/100 gm b.wt. Rats were weighed before the trial began and once a
week for the first six weeks. Following formula was used to calculate the difference in body weight

Current body weight (g) — Previous body weight ()
Difference in body weight = Previous body weight (g) * number of days
(9/100 g b.wt / day )

Rats were deprived for one entire night and then sacrificed by cervical dislocation following a
six-week treatment period. Following dissection, a blood sample was taken straight from each rat's
heart and placed in vials coated with EDTA. The samples were centrifuged for 15 minutes at 2300
rpm. Plasma from the supernatant was collected and kept for its antioxidant potential. After being
removed, the kidney and liver were washed in saline and weighed. Following organ weighting, 2
milliliters of 0.1 M phosphate buffer saline (PBS, pH 7.4) were used to homogenize 0.5 grams of
kidney and liver, respectively.

The homogenate was centrifuged for 10 minutes at 3000 rpm, and the obtained supernatant
was kept for oxidative stress biomarker assessment. The Koracevic & Koracevic method was used to
assess the antioxidative activity (AOA) in blood plasma. Superoxide dismutase (SOD), catalase
(CAT), glutathione peroxidase (GPx), glutathione-Stransferase (GST), glutathione reductase (GR),
and lipid peroxidase (LPO) were all measured in the liver and kidney supernatant using standard
techniques, according to Lowry et al. (1951), Marklund and Marklund (1974), Aebi (1983),
Hafeman et al. (1984), Habig et al. (1974), Carlberg and Mannervik (1985), and Stocks and
Dormandy (1971), respectively.

Using a syringe and needle, bone marrow was removed from the rat's femur in order to
evaluate its genotoxicity. The comet test was carried out according to Singh et al.'s (1988)
instructions. After staining, slides were examined under a fluorescent microscope in 20 minutes.
Rats were given retro-orbital bleeding both before and after the six-week treatment to harvest blood
from the orbital socket. According to Fahey and Mackelvey (1965), serum was extracted from
blood, and serum immunoglobulins were quantified by monitoring the antibody-antigen interaction
on agarose-coated slides using radial immunodiffusion. An ANOVA was performed on the data
(p=0.05).
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Results And Discussion

Rats given acephate did not die, but they did exhibit additional symptoms such longer sleep
duration, hazy eyes, red spots on the thoracic area, itching, and hair loss on the body. The food
intake of the low dose rats did not significantly alter; but, during the fifth and sixth weeks of therapy,
a noteworthy reduction in feed intake was noted in the rats treated with 1/10th acephate. Rats given
a high dose of acephate showed signs of excessive salivation and decreased feed intake.

The reduction in food consumption could be brought on by a hormonal imbalance or the direct
cytogenetic impact of the pesticide. During the course of the 45-day therapy, the net body weights of
the treated rats somewhat fell, whereas the control rats showed no such effects. Numerous workers
have noted that the rats treated with organophosphate had a decrease in body weight; this loss in
body weight is a direct result of the administration of organophosphate and may be explained by a
decrease in food consumption®.

The weight of the treated rats' liver decreased non-significantly (3.12+ 0.01 gm/100 gm b.wt.)
when compared to the control rats' liver (3.25+ 0.01 gm/100 gm b.wt.). On the other hand, in
comparison to the control rats (0.37+ 0.006 gm/ 100 gm b.wt.), the kidney weight of the treated rats
(0.22+ 0.006 gm/ 100 gm b.wt) considerably decreased in a dose-dependent way.
It was found that the AOA of plasma in control rats was 1.70£0.10 mmol/ml. In the plasma of
1/50th, 1/25th, and 1/10th of rats treated with LD50 acephate, the activity shown a significantly
declining trend with the values of 1.43+ 0.08, 1.19+ 0.04, and 0.86+ 0.02 mmol/ml, respectively

(Fig. 1).

The liver and kidneys of rats treated with acephate both showed a considerable reduction in
total soluble protein content, which was reduced to half of its initial value. Protein depletion may be
caused by the structural proteins breaking down. When albino rats were treated with chlorpyrifos,
the amount of protein in their bodies decreased. Rats treated with 1/10th acephate showed a
significant decrease in both SOD and CAT activities in their kidney and liver when compared to the
control group.

The glutathione peroxidase activity in the two organs of treated rats was not significantly
different from that of control rats. The results of this investigation demonstrated that the treated rats'
liver and kidney had significantly higher GST activity. Rats receiving treatment showed a non-
significant alteration in their kidneys but a significant drop in their liver's GR activity. In rat ovarian
tissue, malathion decreased GSH content and raised MDA levels in comparison to the control group,
according to a study by Arab et al. (2018). According to Muhammad et al. (2019), rats treated with
fipronil had lower GPx levels.

Gupta et al. (2019) conducted biochemical investigations in the liver of rats, which revealed
notable disruptions in the glutathione-Stransferase levels. In both organs of treated rats, there was a
discernible rise in the level of LPO. Lipid peroxidation and oxidative stress are brought on by
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elevated reactive oxygen species levels .The toxicity of pesticides produces excessive amounts of
free radicals and reactive oxygen species (ROS), which in turn induce oxidative stress and lead to
lipid peroxidation and tissue damage.

As with chlorpyrifos, the biotransformation of pesticides is linked to the process of oxidative
stress creation’. According to animal modeling, it may also cause immunotoxicity, genotoxicity,
oxidative stress, histopathological changes, developmental and behavioral problems, and
hematological cancers . Recently reported that exposure to acephate altered the responses of female
wistar rats to biomarkers such as total protein and total cholesterol.

The liver and kidney work together to play a significant role in the metabolization process by
transforming thiono- organophosphates and then eliminating them. They also serve as the primary
locations where pesticide effects that result from oxidative stress creation are most noticeable.

Rats administered 200 mg/kg b.w. of malathion exhibited numerous histopathological lesions
and oxidative changes in the liver and kidney tissues significant harm was noted in the liver tissue,
including prominent sinusoidal enlargement, mononuclear cell infiltration, dilation, hemorrhage, and
necrosis; in the kidney, there was degeneration of glomeruli, Bowman's capsules, and related tubule
structure. Degeneration in the liver and kidney of 1/20th of the LD50 of female rats treated with
acephate was observed by Londhe et al.

Orange-colored cells from control rats were visible on bone marrow cell slides, indicating
DNA in good health. Yellow-colored DNA strands were observed in cells treated with 1/50th and
1/25th acephate. It suggested only partial DNA damage, or the unwinding of DNA strands, but in
rats treated with 1/10th of the maximum dose of acephate, a genuine comet tail was seen, indicating
complete DNA damage (Fig. 2,3). DNA damage increased dramatically when rat lymphocytes were
exposed to common organophosphate pesticides, such as methyl parathion, malathion, and. The
generation of ROS and electrophilic free-radical metabolites, which interact with DNA to cause
DNA strand breaks, may be the cause of the DNA damage in rats given acephate. In DNA strands,
the emergence of the tail is dose dependent. Aranha et al. (2020) found that when peripubertal male
rats were exposed to acephate in conjunction with other agrochemicals, there was a notable increase
in DNA damage.

The acephate-treated slides in the radial immunodiffusion assay did not form concentric rings,
indicating a lack or low quantity of antibodies in the serum relative to the control. This could be
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because the plasma cells are not producing as many antibodies. In the second week of therapy, the
IgG level in the rats treated with chlorpyrifos was significantly lower (8368+ 1192 mg/l) than in the
control group (10252+ 555 mg/l) .

It can be said that acephate had effects on the organs and cells of female wistar rats. The
subjected organisms' exposure to acephate demonstrated its potential for genotoxicity and
immunomodulation, as evidenced by DNA strand breakage and the lack of concentric rings in RIA.
In female wistar rats, it was discovered that the liver and kidney were both impacted in a dose-
dependent manner by the oxidative stress caused by acephate, as seen by the increase of pro-
oxidants indicators and the decrease of antioxidant enzyme markers.
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Introduction

India being a developing country in the world, had establish the information technology laws
and regulations.

In any case, the Indian
government, its policing, and assigned controllers stay bound to old regulations, which might bring
about inappropriately tended to and annoying network safety issues. In a unique request documented
in 2021, the High Court of India decided that digital assaults and information burglaries are a
wrongdoing under the Data Innovation Act (IT Demonstration) of 200 and the Indian Punitive Code
(IPC). Since the IPC criminal resolution is north of 150 years of age, a more current and recharged
IT Demonstration of 2000 is the primary guideline against cybercrime starting today. Now from 1
July Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita, 2023, Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, and Bharatiya
Sakshya Adhiniyam, 2023 dealing with criminal justices’ system in India. These new laws included
some provisions dealing with the cyber-crime or misuse of internet.

Main Cybersecurity Regulations in India
1.Indian SPDI Rules, 2011 for Reasonable Security Practices.

The IS/ISO/IEC 27001 regulations are identified by the Indian SPDI Rules, 2011, as
international standards. As such, Indian companies aren’t obligated — but are highly advised — to
implement these standards, which can help meet the “reasonable security practices” under Indian
jurisdiction.

The rules can also give individuals the right to correct their information and impose
restrictions on disclosure, data transfer, and security measures. They only apply to corporate entities,
but they aren’t responsible for the authenticity of sensitive personal data (SPD) like sexual
orientation, medical records and history, biometric information, and passwords.?

2. National Cyber Security Policy, 2013

In 2013, the Department of Electronics and Information Technology (DeitY) released the
National Cyber Security Policy 2013 as a security framework for public and private organizations to
better protect themselves from cyber-attacks.

The goal behind the National Cyber Security Policy is to create and develop more dynamic
policies to improve the protection of India’s cyber ecosystem. The policy aims to create a workforce
of over 500,000 expert IT professionals over the following five years through skill development and
training.

IT Rules, 2021

On February 25, 2021, the Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology introduced the
Information Technology (Guidelines for Intermediaries and Digital Media Ethics Code) Rules, 2021
as a replacement for IT Rules, 2011. A little over a year later, on June 6, 2022, the newly updated
draft amendments were published by the Indian MeitY (Ministry of Electronics and IT) to improve
the IT Act to keep up with the challenges of the ever-changing digital landscape.

The new amendments aim to allow ordinary users of digital platforms to seek compensation
for their grievances and demand accountability when their rights are infringed upon, as well as
institute additional due diligence on organizations.

IT Rules, 2021 also distinguishes between smaller and more significant social media
intermediaries based on user numbers and places a much heavier burden on larger social media
intermediaries concerning personal data protection.

Additionally, there are changes to the privacy and transparency requirements of intermediaries, such
as:
e Requiring intermediaries to inform users about rules and regulations, privacy policy, and
terms and conditions for usage of its services
e Requiring intermediaries to designate a grievance officer that can address and resolve user
complaints about violations of IT Rules, 2021
National Cyber Security Strategy 2020

The Public Digital Protection System of 2020 was the hotly anticipated follow-up plan by the
Indian government to additionally further develop network safety endeavours. While the
arrangement is still being worked on and awaiting additional analysis by the public safety Board
Secretariat, the arrangement's principal objective is to act as the authority direction for partners,
policymakers, and corporate pioneers to forestall digital episodes, digital psychological warfare, and
reconnaissance in the internet.

The Digital Personal Data Protection Act of 2023 (DPDP)

On August 11, 2023, the Indian Central Government passed its long-awaited Digital Personal
Data Protection Act (DPDP). The act borrows its broad definition of personal data from the EU’s
General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and aims to protect data principals and restrict the
activities of data fiduciaries.

The DPDP obligates data fiduciaries to:
e Only appoint or involve third-party data processors who are obligated to follow DPDP
procedures by a legal contract.

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e Ensure personal data is complete and accurate before using the data to make a decision that
affects the data principal or before participating in the transfer of personal data.

e Implement necessary organizational measures and technical protocols to ensure ongoing
compliance.

e Implement reasonable security safeguards and audits to protect personal data and prevent
personal data breaches.

e Notify all affected data principals and the Data Protection Board of any and all known data
breaches.

o Safely erase and destroy all personal data upon a data principal withdrawing their consent
(unless retention of such data is required by law)

In addition, the DPDP established the Data Protection Board of India and outlined a new class
of data fiduciaries. Significant data fiduciaries are organizations determined to pose increased risk
based on a government assessment. Organizations determined to be significant data fiduciaries must
comply with additional requirements. The DPDP Act applies to Indian residents and businesses
collecting the data of Indian residents. Interestingly, it also applies to non-citizens living in India
whose data processing “in connection with any activity related to offering of goods or services”
happens outside India. This has implications for, say, a U.S. citizen residing in India being provided
digital goods or services within India by a provider based outside India. This Act is pass with
intention to protect the right to privacy, the Indian apex court recently pass the verdict by which now
right to privacy is a fundamental right* therefore this Law gets the important to protect the right to
privacy in the digital world.>

The 2023 act creates, for the first time, a data privacy law in India. It requires consent to be
taken before personal data is processed and provides a limited number of exceptions that are clearly
enumerated in the law. It provides consumers the right to access, correct, update, and erase their
data, in addition to a right to nomination. It creates additional safeguards for the processing of
children’s data. For businesses, it creates purpose limitations and obligations to provide notice of
data collection and processing and mandates security safeguards. The law requires the creation of
grievance redress mechanisms by businesses. The DPB will also handle complaints and grievances
and is empowered to issue penalties for noncompliance with the law.

For the first time, therefore, India has a statutory framework for data protection. The presence
of the law will gradually lead to the development of minimal standards of behaviour and compliance
among businesses that collect data. In this regard, the approach of the government toward
implementing and enforcing the law will be the critical variable—for example, whether
implementation will be focused on data-heavy businesses or across the economy would be an
important factor.

However, other than open questions related to implementation, there are some concerns with
different provisions of the law and their potential for undermining the protections seemingly
accorded in it.

First, the exceptions carved out for consent empower the state significantly and place state
imperatives on a different pedestal compared to private entities. While this may be truly legitimate
in some circumstances, like disasters or emergencies, the law enlarges the scope of such
circumstances. For example, Section 7(b) of the law enables the government to sidestep consent
requirements where a government service beneficiary has previously consented to receiving any
other benefit from the state. While this may allow easier access to personal data of beneficiaries for
receiving government services, it also creates a potential for the government to aggregate databases.
This is because making true use of the potential of this provision would mean that government
agencies would have to be exempted from purpose limitations that require personal data to be

Ultimately, the culmination of this process involves the utilization of the
acquired information to effectively fulfill the initially identified needs.

Information-seeking behaviour (ISB) is a complex phenomenon influenced by a confluence of
factors, encompassing the purpose of the information need, the channels and sources utilized, and
existing barriers to access. Fundamentally, ISB is characterized by the interplay of individual
motivations, the nature of information sought, and the methodologies and resources employed in its
acquisition.

By performing work when they are two
young for the task, children unduly reduce their present welfare or their future income earning
capabilities, either by shrinking their future external choice sets or by reducing their own future
individual productive capabilities.

Under extreme economic distress, children are forced to forego educational opportunities and
take up jobs which are mostly exploitative as they are usually underpaid and engaged in hazardous
conditions. Parents decide to send their child for engaging in a job as a desperate measure due to
poor economic conditions. It is, therefore, no wonder that the poor households predominantly send
their children to work in early ages of their life. One of the disconcerting aspects of child labour is
that children are sent to work at the expense of education.

According to the Census 2001 figures there are 1.26 cent working child in the age group of 5-
14 as compared to the total child population of 25.2 crore. There w approximately 12 lakhs children
working in the hazardous occupations/ processes which are covered under the Child Labour
(Prohibition & Regulation) Act be. 18 occupations and 65 processes. However, as per survey
conducted by National Sample Survey Organisation (NSSO) in 2004-05, the number of working
children is estimated at 90.75 lakh. It shows that the efforts of the Government have borne the
desired fruits.

In India, the problem of child labour is well recognized. There are varying estimates of the
number of working children in the country due to differing concepts and methods of estimation. The
1991 Notional census estimates the number of working children at 11.2 million (out of a total of 210
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million children aged 5-14 year), of whom 9.8 million are classified as main' workers, and 2.2
million as 'marginal’ workers. The 55th Round of the National Sample Survey, carried out by the
National Sample Survey Organization (NSSO) in 1999/00, indicates that there are about 10.4
million working children.

e The analysis of the 1991 census data reveals that the population of working children is
composed of 6. 189 million boys and 5.095 million girls. In addition, it is found that the
majority of 'main’ workers are boys, whereas the majority of marginal workers are girls;

e According to the 1991 census, about 90 per cent of working children live in rural areas;

e Children are engaged in various types of work, including those that are classified as
hazardous, ie. harmful to the physical, emotional, or moral well-being of children. An
estimated 2 million children work in hazardous industries:

e Although there are inter-state and inter-regional variations in India, the factors that generate
child labour, and hazardous child labour in particular, include parental poverty and illiteracy:
social and economic circumstances, lack of awareness; lack of access to basic and
meaningful quality education and skills, high rates of adult unemployment and
underemployment, and cultural values of the family and society.

Phase 1: Early Legislative Reforms (1950s-1970s)
(i)Introduction of Ballot Papers

The use of ballot papers was the first major step toward standardizing the electoral process.
This system ensured anonymity and uniformity in voting.Independence India was getting up to hold
its first elections in 1952 and inside a factory in the marshy suburbs of Mumbai's Vikhroli the
workers were making history literally it was the latter half of 1951 and from the outside it was
business as usual at plant 1 of the Godrej and boyce Mfg. Co. Ltd. But unbeknownst to many the
workers were part of a nation building project assigned the task of speedily manufacturing the first
ever ballot boxes to be used in general election in India Archives of the company indicate does a
total of 12.83 lakh ballot boxes were produced in the Vikhroli factory in Barely for 4 months.
il)Anti-Corruption Measures

The Representation of the People Act, 1951, was amended multiple times to address issues
like corrupt practices, electoral offenses, and the misuse of government machinery.
(iii)Judicial Oversight

Landmark judgments, such as the Golaknath Case (1967) and the Kesavananda Bharati Case
(1973), reinforced the judiciary's role in preserving the democratic framework.
Phase 2: Electoral Reforms during the 1980s and 1990s
(1) The 61st Constitutional Amendment (1988)

This amendment reduced the voting age from 21 to 18 years, empowering the youth and
enhancing political participation.

i) Electronic Voting Machines (EVMs)

EVMs were first used in 70-Parur Assembly Constituency of Kerala in the year 1982 and
gradually adopted nationwide by the early 2000s. This technological advancement reduced ballot
tampering and counting errors. Electronic Voting Machine (EVM) is an electronic device for
recording votes. An Electronic Voting Machine consists of two Units — a Control Unit and a
Balloting Unit — joined by a five-meter cable. The Control Unit is placed with the Presiding Officer
or a Polling Officer and the Balloting Unit is placed inside the voting compartment. Instead of
issuing a ballot paper, the Polling Officer in-charge of the Control Unit will release a ballot by
pressing the Ballot Button on the Control Unit. This will enable the voter to cast his vote by pressing
the blue button on the Balloting Unit against the candidate and symbol of his choice. EVMs do not
require electricity. EVMs run on an ordinary battery assembled by Bharat Electronics
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Limited/Electronics Corporation of India Limited. An EVM being used by ECI can record a
maximum of 2,000 votes. The EVMs have been devised and designed by the Technical Experts
Committee (TEC) of the Election Commission in collaboration with two Public Sector undertakings
viz., Bharat Electronics Ltd., Bangalore and Electronic Corporation of India Ltd., Hyderabad. The
EVMs are manufactured by the above two undertakings. Since 2001, the issue of possible tampering
of EVM has been raised before various High Courts. Some of these are mentioned below:

Karnataka High Court- 2004
Bombay High Court (Nagpur Bench)-2004
Uttarakhand High Court - 2017
Supreme Court of India - 2017

After detailed analysis of the various aspects of the technological security and administrative
safeguards around the use of EVMs, the credibility, reliability and robustness of the EVMs has been
validated by the various High Courts in all the cases. In some of these cases, the Hon'ble Supreme
Court has also dismissed appeals filed by some petitioners against High Court orders, which were in
favour of the EVMs
(iii)Curbing Criminalization of Politics

The Vohra Committee Report (1993) highlighted the nexus between politicians and
criminals, prompting stricter measures to disqualify candidates with criminal records.

(iv)Tackling Voter Fraud

The introduction of voter identity cards in 1993 was a significant reform to prevent
impersonation and ensure accurate voter identification.
Phase 3: Modern Reforms (2000s—Present)
())VVPAT (Voter Verifiable Paper Audit Trail)

Voter Verifiable Paper Audit Trail (VVPAT) is an independent system attached with the
Electronic Voting Machines that allows the voters to verify that their votes are cast as intended.
When a vote is cast, a slip is printed containing the serial number, name and symbol of the candidate
and remains exposed through a transparent window for 7 seconds. Thereafter, this printed slip
automatically gets cut and falls in the sealed drop box of the VVPAT. VVPATs with EVMs were
used for first time in a bye-election from 51-Noksen (ST) Assembly Constituency of Nagaland.
VVPAT runs on a power pack Battery.

(i) Introduction of NOTA (None of the Above)

The Supreme Court’s directive in 2013 led to the inclusion of the NOTA option in electronic
voting machines, allowing voters to express dissatisfaction with the candidates. The Nota option was
first included in electronic voting machines (EVMs) for the 2013 Assembly elections in five states:
Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Mizoram, Rajasthan, and Delhi.

This action came after the Supreme Court established a landmark ruling in the PUCL. Union
of India case, which emphasized the significance of giving voters a way to voice their dissatisfaction
if none of the candidates aligned with their beliefs or preferences.

In this case, the Election Commission emphasized that in order to preserve democracy, a
"none of the above" or "Nota" option must be added to ballots and electronic voting machines.
(iii)Electoral Bonds

Introduced in 2018, electoral bonds were aimed at ensuring transparency in political funding
while protecting donor identity. However, this measure has faced criticism for potential misuse. The
electoral bonds were introduced with the Finance Bill (2017). On January 29, 2018 the Narendra
Modi-led NDA government notified the Electoral Bond Scheme 2018. Electoral bonds were a mode
of funding for political parties in India from their introduction in 2018 until they were struck down
as unconstitutional by the Supreme Court on 15 February 2024.
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(iv)Ceiling on Election Expenditure

Periodic revisions of expenditure limits for candidates aimed to reduce the influence of
money in elections.The election expenditure limits for candidates are fixed since Jan 2022 at Rs95
Lakh for Lok Sabah seats and Rs40 Lakh for state assembly seats in major states and Rs75 Lakh and
Rs28 Lakh respectively in minor states Political Party Expenditure Currently, there is no
expenditure limit for political parties during elections and they can spend unlimited amount.

(v)One Nation, One Election

The one nation one election bill, also referred to as simultaneous elections, intends to hold all
elections simultaneously, including the Lok Sabha, state elections, and panchayat, or local body
elections. Voters will be able to cast their ballots for the State and Lok Sabha elections on the same
day in this way.

There will be two stages to the initiative. The Lok Sabha and State elections will take place
simultaneously in the first phase, and within 100 days following the general elections, the elections
for local bodies, such as panchayats and municipalities, would take place in the second phase.

From the earliest days of Indian independence to the idea of one nation, one election,
simultaneous elections were held in 1951-1952, 1962, and 1967. Due to the early dissolution of the
Lok Sabha and several state assemblies in 1970, this procedure was only abandoned following the
1967 elections. Since then, elections have been held independently, which has only raised expenses.
In an effort to align India's political process, the idea of one nation, one election has lately been
resurrected.

The One Nation One Election Bill has been passed in the Lok Sabha with 269 votes being in
favour of the bill and 198 votes against passing the motion. The bill was approved by the Union
Cabinet with an aim to align the election processes of states and Union Territories including Jammu
and Kashmir, Puducherry and New Delhi. The bill has been proposed to be deliberated through a
Joint Parliamentary Committee(JPC). The report issued by the JPC will have to get approval by the
Cabinet in order to be discussed in the parliament again.

(i)Insertion of new article 82A
> Simultaneous Elections
Election Commission will conduct general elections for Lok Sabha and all SLA simultaneously.
> Term of Legislative Assemblies

Enforced from the announcement of
election dates until the conclusion of the electoral process, the MCC regulates the behavior of
political parties, candidates, and other stakeholders.
The MCC emphasizes maintaining a level playing field by preventing misuse of government
resources, institutions, and machinery for electoral advantage.

Candidates and parties are required
to refrain from hate speech, personal attacks, or divisive rhetoric based on religion, caste, or
community. Vandalism, bribery, and distribution of liquor or cash to voters are considered
violations. Political rallies and processions must be conducted peacefully, respecting local
regulations and public order.
While the MCC is not legally enforceable, violations can lead to severe consequences, including
reprimands, disqualification of candidates or legal action under existing laws. By promoting
transparency, accountability, and decorum, the MCC safeguards the democratic process and
fosters public trust in elections.
