Abstract:-

Agricultural marketing plays a crucial role in the economic development of India, primarily
because agriculture is a significant contributor to the country's economy and employs a large portion
of its workforce. Agricultural sector continues to be mainstay of life for majority of the Indian
population. It contributes around 15% of the GDP. The share of agriculture in India’s GDP declined
to 15% in last fiscal year and employs 47.76% of the workforce in the country. The Government of
the India under the ministry of agriculture has also set up specific commodity Boards and export
promotion council for monitoring and boosting the production, consumption, marketing and export
of various agriculture commodities. Some of this organization /Board are Cotton Corporation of
India(CCl),Jute Corporation of India(JCl),Tea Board, Coffee Board, Spice Board, National
Horticulture Board(NHB),National Agricultural Marketing Federation, Agricultural product Export
Development Authority(APEDA).Most agricultural commodity markets generally operates under
the normal force of demand and supply. However with a view to protect farmer’s interest and to
encourage increased production, the government also fixes minimum support price (MSP) for some
crops like paddy, wheat, jute etc as public policy implement.

The government also promotes organized marketing of agricultural commodities in the
country through a network of regulated markets. There are 7161 Wholesale Regulated Markets in
the country, besides there are also 7293 wholesale markets and 27,294 rural periodic. This paper
throws light on importance of agricultural marketing in India and problem of agricultural marketing
in India .

Agricultural marketing comprises of all the operations involved in the movement of food and
raw materials from the place of production to consumption. It includes handling of production to the
place of consumption .It includes handing of products at the farm , initial processing, grading and
packing in order to maintain enhance the quality and avoid wastage .1t is the study of all activities
agencies and policies involved in the movement of agriculture produce from the farms to the
consumers.

India is an agricultural country and one third population depends upon the agriculture sector
directly or indirectly. Agriculture remains as the main occupation of Indian Economy since
independence. Indian agriculture sector contribution to the national gross domestic product is about
15%. Food being the need of mankind emphasize has been given to commercialization of agriculture
production. Agricultural commodities have special characteristics and therefore marketing of
agricultural commodities is different from marketing of manufactured goods.

Agricultural marketing is mainly the buying and selling of agricultural products. In earlier
days when village economy was more or less self sufficient the marketing of agricultural product did
not have difficulty as the farmer sold his produce to the consumer on cash or barter basis, but
recently the trends in agricultural marketing affect the farmers.

The marketing triggers
process of development. An efficient marketing system can arrange equitable distribution or scarce
and essential commaodities. A good marketing system plays a vital role to achieve price stability,
equitable distribution of commodities and services and thereby achieve economic growth.

There are basically two sides of agricultural marketing .The marketing, economic and social
theories are used to analyze the situation. Analyze is also made as to how good the system is
working to contribute to the public interest and serving all sections of society or stakeholders in the
process.

The development of high yielding seeds, use of
chemical fertilizers, use of plant protection methods and use of modern agricultural implements are
reasonable in increasing food production and generate large marketable surplus. A good marketing
system only can guarantee the tempo of development and good prices to farmers for their produce.
With larger resources, India can leverage its plus point to make India the next economic power
house. The Indian farmers have shifted from traditional agricultural methods to modern farming.
The development of agricultural economy has led to increase in demands for related products. Since
1970-71, the Indian population has doubled and food grains production has matched the demands.
Agricultural marketing helps in the development and specialization crops which yield large profits.

The first commission on development of agriculture in India after independence called the
National Commission on Agriculture noted that ” There is an increasing awareness that is not
enough to produce a crop or animal product, it must be marketed well .Increased production
resulting in greater percentage increase in marketable surplus accompanied by increase in demand
from urban population, calls for a rapid improvement in existing marketing system with emphasis on
the importance of agricultural marketing.
Problem of Agricultural Marketing in India
Agricultural marketing in India faces several challenges, which can hinder the efficient

functioning of the sector:
1. Fragmented Market Structure: -
The agricultural market in India is highly fragmented with a large number of intermediaries between
farmers and consumers. This results in inefficiencies increased transaction costs and reduced profits
of the farmers.
2.Lack of Infrastructure: - The agricultural market in India is highly fragmented with a large
number of intermediaries between farmers and consumers. This results in inefficiencies, increased
transaction costs, and reduced profits for farmers.
3.Information Asymmetry: - Farmers often lack access to timely and accurate information
regarding market prices, demand trends, and quality standards. This information asymmetry puts
them at a disadvantage during negotiation with traders and middlemen.
4.Regulatory Constraints: - Complex regulatory frameworks governing agricultural marketing
vary across states and can create barriers to interstate trade. Additionally, restrictions on the
movement of agricultural commaodities can hinder market.
5.Limited Access to Credit and Finance: - Many smallholder farmers in India face challenges in
accessing credit and finance to invest in modern agricultural practices and marketing infrastructure.
This limits their ability to improve productivity and access higher-value markets.
6.Low Value Addition: - The predominance of traditional farming practices and limited value
addition activities result in lower returns for farmers. Encouraging investment in agro -processing
and value addition industries could enhance farmers' incomes and create employment opportunities.
7.Price Volatility: - Fluctuations in market prices due to factors such as weather conditions, global
market trends, and policy changes can expose farmers to significant income risks. Risk mitigation
measures such as crop insurance and futures markets need to be strengthened.
8.Inadequate Market Intelligence: - Lack of reliable market intelligence systems make it difficult
for farmers to make informed decisions about what crops to grow and when to sell. Developing
robust market information systems could help address this challenge.
Addressing these challenges requires comprehensive reforms aimed at improving market
infrastructure, promoting value addition, enhancing market access, and providing better support
services to farmers. Government interventions, private sector investments, and community
initiatives can all play a role in transforming agricultural marketing in India.
Measures Taken by the Government
1.Government Initiatives: - The Indian government has been implementing various initiatives to
improve agricultural marketing in the country. The Electronic National Agriculture Market (eNAM)
platform, launched in 2016, aims to create a unified national market for agricultural commodities by
linking existing APMC (Agricultural Produce Market Committee) mandis electronically.
Additionally, the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Sampada Yojana (PMKSY) focuses on creating modern
infrastructure for food processing, which indirectly impacts agricultural marketing.
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2.Market Infrastructure: - Despite efforts to modernize agricultural markets through initiatives
like eNAM, challenges remain in improving market infrastructure. Many farmers still rely on
traditional mandis, which often lack adequate facilities such as storage, grading, and transportation
infrastructure.

3.Market Integration: - Inter-state barriers and fragmented markets continue to hinder the seamless
flow of agricultural commodities across regions. While eNAM aims to address some of these issues,
further reforms are needed to promote market integration and reduce transaction costs for farmers.
4.Price Discovery and Transparency: - Information asymmetry and lack of price transparency are
persistent issues in agricultural marketing. Farmers often lack access to real-time market
information, leading to exploitation by middlemen. Efforts to improve price discovery mechanisms
and provide farmers with better market information are crucial for addressing this challenge.
5.Value Addition and Export: - There is growing recognition of the importance of value addition
and agricultural exports for enhancing farmer incomes and promoting economic growth. Initiatives
such as the Agricultural Export Policy aim to promote value addition and boost agricultural exports,
requiring improvements in marketing infrastructure and quality standards.

4.Technology Adoption: - Technology plays an increasingly important role in agricultural
marketing, enabling farmers to access market information, engage in online trading platforms, and
adopt efficient post-harvest management practices. Encouraging technology adoption among
farmers and strengthening digital infrastructure are key priorities.

5.Supply Chain Resilience:- The COVID-19 pandemic highlighted vulnerabilities in agricultural
supply chains, underscoring the importance of building resilience and flexibility in marketing
systems. Efforts to strengthen supply chain infrastructure, reduce bottlenecks, and promote
alternative marketing channels are essential for mitigating future disruptions.

The problem of agricultural marketing in India persists due to various systematic challenges
that hinder the efficiency and effectiveness of the sector. The challenges include fragmented market
structures, inadequate infrastructure, information asymmetry, regulatory constraints, limited access
to credit and finance, low value addition, price volatility and inadequate market intelligence.

Risk perception is a psychological trait in individual that influence his investments behavior.
Portfolio management is a phenomenon that describes in a given situation how individual investors
behave while taking risk or risk aversion in structuring their portfolio. The risk perception at any
given point of time is determined by individual characteristics such as age, gender, educational
qualification, occupation, amount of income earn, financial stability, financial literacy and overall
knowledge about financial. All these individual characteristics including their behavior has impact
on construction of effective portfolio. There are various types of risks that arises due to certain
occurrences mainly upside and downside risk, interest risk, purchasing power risk, systematic and
unsystematic risk. Low risks are associated with low potential returns. High risks are associated
with high potential returns. The risk return tradeoff is an effort to achieve a balance between the
desire for the lowest possible risk and the highest possible return.

Introduction -

Any individual or any institution or body corporates whenever invest expect good returns.
Any investment has inherent property of risk involve in it. There is positive correlation between risk
and return i.e. more the risk probably more are the returns. Similarly, less the risk there is
possibility of getting less returns. Thus, investment is a trade-off between risk and returns. Hence it
IS necessary while investing to know individual’s thinking and his percept regarding the risk.
Meaning and Definition of risk perception -

Risk perception is a psychological trait in individual that influence his investments behavior.*
In layman’s words, risk is an unwelcome and unsolicited event that may or may not occur to cause
some kind of damage or loss. In the context of investment management risk represent a possibility
of loss from putting one’s money in assets/securities.? Definition of risk by 1SO- Risk is the effect
of uncertainty on objectives.

In this definition, uncertainties include occurrence and uncertainties caused by ambivalence or
a lack of information which results in negative and positive impacts on objectives. This
definition was developed by an international committee representing over 30 countries and is
based on the input of several thousand subject matter experts.>

Risk is the possibility of losing physical health, social status, emotional soundness, and
financial wealth; could be benefited or vanished while taking risk inherent in act, certain or
uncertain which may be planned or not planned.

Risk perception is the subjective judgment people make about the severity and probability of
a risk, and may vary person to person. Any human endeavor carries some risk, but some are much
riskier than others.*

Types of Risks -

Risk is a principal element in assessing future performance of an investment. Investment risk
can be defined as the possibility of events of losses in relation to the anticipated return on the said
investment. Many of the investors while investingexpect less risk as suitable. As the investment risk
reduce, investment becomes more gainful but the thumb rule is the greater the risk, the better are the
return.

The investment risk is subjective pertaining to varieties of transactions and trading; underlying
securities/assets; and incidental situations and happening that take place inthe financial market
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which cannot be predicted and subsequently outburst related risks.
The following are the risk arises due to certain occurrences:
Upside and downside risk:

Upside risk and downside risk is in the contest of returnson investment. Upside risk is a
favorable situation for rational investor who earns better than expected. It indicates the capacity of
an underlying financial product to generate unanticipated increase in its value. The investor,
obviously please upside volatility.

Downside risk is an unfavorable situation for investors who experience worse than anticipated
returns. Worse than anticipated returns or downside risk indicates the depreciation in value of the
underlying assets. The investors attempt to adverse downside volatility.

Systematic and unsystematic risk:

Systematic and Unsystematic risk depends on controllable and uncontrollable determinants
related with securities. Systematic risk is uncontrollable as it is caused by external factors. The
emerging financial literature termed systematic risk as non-diversifiable risk because it is that
portion of risk associated with investment which cannot be mitigated. This type of risk represents
variability in returns due to changes in governmental policies—economic, political and social. It
affects considerable number of securities available in the market. Systematic risk can be reduced by
means of hedging and assets allocation.

Market risk: Market risk referred to the risk due to fluctuations in the prices of shares or stock
without much changes in the performance of the concerned company. Thereis a risk of decrease n
value of investments due to economic instigations and other occurrences that affects the market.

The occurrence of such events in the stock market fogged untrue idea about company’s
performance, which influences investor’sattitude and behavior. This negatively affect prices of the
assets/ securities even the company’s performance is stable or depict rising performance. The
concerned corporate body has no control over this situation.

The factors responsible to influence investors are basically tangible and intangible factors. The
tangible factors- changes in socio-economic policy and other governmental policies. This includes
changes in government elections, cross-broader relations, regional issues, religious matters
ideological changes, etc.

The intangible factors — rumors, fear of loss, herd’s instinct, etc. The interested parties’ rumors
to mislead the market. Consequently, investors start selling their securities despite no change in
company fundamentals, turn down the market.

Exchange rate risk: Currency risk raises when an individual deals in foreign investments and there
are the chances of losing money due to fluctuation in the exchange rate.

Marketability risk: Liquidity risk runs when securities fail to reap fair price when offered for sale in
the market. Similarly, any unforeseen circumstances where contingency, obligations, liability, loss
of employment, health issues arise and compelled sell of investments before its maturity (which has
longer maturity period). At this time the investors incur loses.

Credit risk: This type of risk exists when the corporate bodies, public or private, is at default and
find difficulties in repayment of principal amount of bonds or debentures as well as interest income
to the security holders. Investors can assess the credit performance of this security with the help of
credit rating of the securities.

Reinvestment risk: Reinvestment risk occurs when the principal amount and interest of a
particular security to be reinvested but at a lower interest rate.

Taxability Risk: This risk arises when an individual invests in those security which wasoffered with
tax-exemption status, but due to new fiscal policy aforesaid security get into the ambit of tax and
loses its status. Hence the returns expected at the time of investment are not consistent (as it is liable
to tax) due to new tax policy.

Interest rate risk: The changes in the value of a security on account of changes in the level of
interest rates is called as interest rate risk. This type of risk impacts the value of fixed income
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security.

The prices of securities/ bonds fall with the rise in the interest rates in the market andit rise with the
fall in interest rates in the market. The fluctuations in interest rates affects the stock prices by
affecting the cost of borrowing. On one hand rise in interest rates makes margin buying expensive
and on the other hand affects the profitsof corporations as the debts are employed in the company’s
capital structure. These two factors subsequently push stock prices down.

Purchasing power risk: The inflation in the economy adversely affects the purchasing power
capacity of the income. The unutilized portion of earnings usually invested in some security, by
sacrificing current consumption i.e. purchasing of goods or services. Inflation dissolves the
purchasing power of money in period of time wherethe same amount will buy goods and services
in small quantity. Hence, it shows directassociation between the purchasing power and investments
in various securities. Also, the attitude of investor changes and influences the prices of securities.
Inflation risk is significant when debt investments like bonds is purchased. In case of shares, it
provides protection against price hike as many companies raises the prices they charge to their
buyers.

Unsystematic risk -

The unsystematic risk is alternately used as ‘specific or unique risk’ or ‘diversifiable risk’. It is
a specific risk as it is related to specific security or asset and not attached to general market
situations. It is inbuilt in every investment. This risk is relied upon the various determinants like
cost of capital, proportion of fund burrowed, operating cycles, role and functions of management
etc.

It is also termed as ‘diversifiable risk ‘because funds can be widely diversified to mitigate this
risk by allocating the funds in broad range of investment securities.

The following are the type of unsystematic risk are:

Business risk: The possibility of a company to generate less than anticipated profits or sometimes
making a loss is called as business risk. It is related to the proficiency and success of a firm’s
operating cost—fixed and variable cost. The fixed cost element influences the business risk. When
profits decreases, the returns would go down due to the high fixed cost element.

In view of the financial analyst, business risk is due to the changes in earnings before interest

and tax (EBIT) due to high amount of fixed cost. The extent of EBIT is calculated by adopting
degree of operating leverage (DOL). The determinants responsible for business risks includes
variable input price, per unit cost, amount of sales, degree of competition, existing economic
environment and fiscal policy.
Financial risk: The risk that generates due to application of owed funds in the capital structure of
the organization. There is direct relation between debt of the firm and the financial risk as one
increases other also tends to increase. Further, interest liability isto be paid on regular basis. Thereby
exhibiting higher interest burden, leading to less fund available for the payment of dividend on
shares.

Financial risk is changing earning per share (EPS) of a company due to debt component in the
capital structure and it is determined by degree of financial leverage(DFL).

The financial leverage influences the market prices of share by enhancing fluctuation levels in
return on the stock. Consequently, increases the risk of shareholders particularly equity investors of
probability of earning lower than expected returns.

Risk Perception as a Determinant of Portfolio Management -

The risk-return trade off also exists at the portfolio level. For example, a portfolio composed
of all equities presents both higher risk and the potential for higher returns. Within an all-equity
portfolio, risk and reward Tan be increased by concentrations in specific sectors or single positions
that represent a large percentage of holdings. Conversely, a portfolio holding short-term Treasury's
presents low risk levels combined with limited returns.

Low risks are associated with low potential returns. High risks are associated with high
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potential returns. The risk return tradeoff is an effort to achieve a balancebetween the desire for the
lowest possible risk and the highest possible return: The risk return trade-off theory is aptly
demonstrated graphically in the chart below. A higher standard deviation means a higher risk and
therefore a higher possible return.®

The risk perception influences the choice of various avenues which will be included in
portfolio. An investor identifies his/her personal risk tolerance while designing portfolio. The
construction of portfolio involves selection of various diversifiedassets which could be low risk,
moderate risk and high risk. It is generally experienced that low risk leads to getting low to
moderate returns whereas in higher risk there are chances to get high returns. Also, there could be
possibility of loss as well in portfolio.

Portfolio management is a phenomenon that describes in a given situation how individual
investors behave while taking risk or risk aversion in structuring their portfolio. The risk perception
at any given point of time is determined by individual characteristics such as age, gender,
educational qualification, occupation, amount of income earn, financial stability, financial literacy
and overall knowledge about financial.

Types of Investors that Influences Risk Perception and Portfolio Management 6782-

The individual characteristics plays an important role in decision making for the investments.
There are various types of investors classified based on their psycho- social background and inherent
personality. They can be classified as follows:

1. Unadventurous investors -

This type of investors thinks that risk is a threat and not an opportunity. Therefore, they think
of possible gains from investments. They usually expect moderate returnsand thus hesitate to take
risk. These investors are usually discomfortable with the concept of risk while designing their
portfolio. They inclined towards the secured avenues and fails to design efficient portfolio. These
investors are strongly negative about risk taking behavior.

2. Moderately adventurous investors

This kind of investors perceives risk as unpredictable phenomenon. They think of possible losses
while investing but also thinks of possible gains. They are ready to bear moderate level of risk and
thus less risk taker. They are comfortable to some extent with ideology of risk. Thus, they attempt to
diversify their funds in various avenues and progress towards establishing suitable portfolio. They
are moderately negative about risk behavior.

3. Impartial investors

This investor understood risk as probabilities. They are more optimist about possiblegains but
also thinks of somewhat possible losses while investing. They show tendency towards moderate risk
taking. Thus, they maintain equilibrium in between losses and gains in making investment decision.
Hence, these investors established anefficient portfolio by including highly risky, moderately risky
and low risky avenues. They exhibit impartial risk behavior.

4. Moderate and low risk-taking investors

For these investors risk implies opportunity. They are very much hopeful about possible gains
from investments and are also high-risk takers. They show tendency
towards high risk taking and at the same time expect high growth of principal amount. They select
investment for longer time period. Hence, these investors select securities/assets which have higher
growth rates. They show tendency to take low or moderate risk and invest in growth assets to make
more profits.

5. Delighted investors

For these investors risk denotes excitement. They are very positive about possible gains from
investments. They are aware and experienced about the market volatility as well as having
knowledge about risk-return trade off. They show tendency towardshigh risk taking and at the same
time expect high growth of principal amount. They also select investment for longer time period but
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expect returns before the stipulated time period. Their portfolio consists of avenues which have
potential for accumulation of wealth before time.

Maharaja Sayaji Rao Gaekwad has introduced free compulsory elementary education backed by
libraries in 1883 in the district of Baroda and henceforth for the first time in India free public library
services were introduced as a system in 1907 and extended to the entire state. It can, therefore, be
traced out that 2022 is the centenary year of free public library services in India.

Traditional Libraries:

Maintenance of various library records, registers and cards is known as Manual System. It
entails execution of various activities and procedures by hand, without any intervention of
computers. There are many libraries which perform housekeeping and routine operations, which are
repetitive in nature, manually. The services, which are provided or delivered to the users without
using computers as an intermediary, are known as manual services. The reading rooms carry an
unkempt, hapless look, with noisy ceiling fans and worn-out books waiting to be removed. The
faculty members also do not trust the librarians to help in teaching, learning, or research activities.
There is always a lack of funds to spend on the library’s infrastructure and skilled staff. With the
indifferent attitude of the administration, librarians also do not take the initiative to improve their
libraries

The concept of population change or growth is often used to note change in the number of
inhabitants of a territory during a specific period of time, irrespective of the fact, whether the change
IS negative or positive. Population growth is the most fundamental demographic processes with
which all other demographic attributes are directly or indirectly associated. Population growth
affects density, distribution pattern and composition of population. Therefore an understanding of
the process of population growth is essential.
The dynamics of population growth mainly depends on two forces, namely natural increase and
migration (Peter Hegget 1972). Natural increase is the result of variation between the number of
births and deaths. If the birth rate or fertility rate, exceeds the death rate or mortality rate, there will
be a population increase and vice-versa. The second force is that of increase in the number of
population due to immigrants.

= To analyze spatial (ward wise) distribution of population in the study area \
= To understand the changing pattern of density of population in study area.

Data Source And Methodology

= Belgaum Municipal corporation is divided into 58 wards in which there are 30 slums are
notified by the KS CB and Municipal Corporation. Hence Data will be collected from both
primary as well as secondary sources.

= The secondary sources of data related to changing pattern of population, ward wise variation of
population and other demographic and socio-economic aspects have been obtained from
Belagavi Municipal Corporation,Dist statistical office and BUDA etc.

= Inthe present investigation necessary statistical and cartographic techniques have been
employed for tabulation, analysis and mapping of analyzed data.

Growth Of Population In Belagavi City

Table No. 1 explains the decadal growth of population in Belgaum city and cantonment area.
Table No. 3.1.a & b. explains the decadal growth of population in Belgaum city and cantonment
area.

In 1901, the population of Belgaum city (MC) was 22434 persons, by the 1911 it rose to
29636. (32.10 %). During the 1921 the population size of the city was 36,354 persons, it rose to
38169 in 1931, and the growth rate between these two periods was 4.99 percent. The population of
the city increased to 58319 persons during 1931 to 1941. The growth rate between these two period
was 52.79 per cent. It is important to note that, the population of Belgaum city during 1961 was
about 1, 27,885 person and its urban growth rate was about 53.18 per cent, during 1951 and 1961.
The highest urban growth rate was recorded during this period, due to high concentration of
population and Belgaum city has been classified as class I* city by the Authority of Census of India.

There was rapid population growth during 1961, 1971 ,1981 and 1991 due to immigration of
population into Belgaum, during these two decades major industries were established, new
educational institutions and commercial complexes were opened in the city, have attracted migration
of population, and major socio-economic services were made available during this decade. It is also
due to the migration from surrounding regions for the purpose of jobs and education.

According to 1981 census the total population has reached to 2,74,430 persons. Growth rate
during this period was 42.61 per cent cent. The population of Belgaum city in the year 1991 was
3,26,399 it exceeded three lakh by 1991 and growth rate was about 18.93 per cent the lowest growth
rate occurred during this period after independence. This was mainly due to increase in the rate of
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literacy and increase in the number of the educated in the city that made it control natural growth of
population.

According to 2001 census, population of Belgaum city reached 3,99,653 persons and growth rate is
found to be 22.44 per cent. There is slight increase in the urban population growth rate of the city as
compared to 1991 census,

Spatial Distribution Of Population In Belagavi City

Spatial distribution of population refers to the way people are spread over the surface of the
earth. The area population distribution of Belgaum is not uniform throughout the city. According to
2001 census, the Belgaum city had the total population of 4,23,432 (including cantonment) persons
and average density was about 4180 persons per sg. kms. In general the concentration of population
is heavy in the C.B.D. region and thins out to the peripheries from the core, which itself is very
common phenomenon observed in case of all the urban centers of the country.

It is equally important to note that at ward wise level within the city the area and population
distribution is uneven in the city, which is mostly influenced by the economic and social factors of
the city area.

To know the spatial pattern of population distribution within the city ward | have been
considered as spatial units accordingly the total population of the city is categorized into five
categories they are as follows. (Table No.3.3). In the study only the total population has been
considered for analysis.

1. Areas Of High Population Concentration (>10,500 PERSONS):

There are four wards which fall under this category of very high concentration of population
with >10,500 persons namely ward no.2 (13358), 43 (12899), 44 (11247) and 52 (10912) the reason
for high population concentration of these wards are newly developed extension areas and covers
more geographical area of the city (i.e. 3.50%) and land value is very low when compared with core
areas, and these areas are well provided with water, electricity, transport, communication facilities
etc.

2. Areas Of Medium Population:

There are 22 wards, which fall under the category of medium population concentration with
6501 to 8500 persons. The distribution of urban population by wards, namely wards no.1 (6941), 4
(7444), 5 (6946), 6 (8272), 8 (7247), 11 (8390), 13 (7966), 15 (6588), 16 (7472), 17 (7224), 18
(6470), 21 (7689), 24 (6805), 25 (6665), 35 (6809), 36(6719), 45 (8168), 46 (6909), 47 (7542), 50
(6987), 55 (6818), 58 (6874), moderate population is found in these wards are mainly due to the less
concentration of tertiary activities in them, and ward no.58, 55, 17 are developed and extension
areas, due to the absence of educational institutions in these wards the population is moderately
distributed.

Areas Of Low Population:

There are only 6 wards falls under the category of very low population with less than 4500
persons, the wards under this group are ward no. 33 (4439), 34 (4063), 38 (4475), 41 (4131), 57
(3891). Since these wards are newly developed extension areas and are characterized by lack of
urban amenities and facilities the population in these areas are very low.

Density Of Population:

Geographers have been making more frequent use of the concept of density of population. It is
simple concept of relating population size to the land area with view to assess crudely the pressure
of population upon the resources of the area. Thus it is a measure of the incidence of population
concentration and is generally expressed in terms of persons per sq. km or per sq mile of land area
rather than of gross area (land and water). (i.e. 1961-2001).

Table No.3 Explains that, decade wise density of population in Belgaum city. Density of
population within the municipal limits is found very high in CBD area and older parts, with narrow
lanes and it gradually decreases when we move towards the periphery of the city and to the later
extension and recently developed residential areas. Belgaum city, with a total municipal area of
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94.08 sg. kms has got a total population of 399653 persons, (excluding cantonment) and average
density of 4248 persons per sg. kms.

Belgaum cantonment over an total area was about 7.20 sq kms has got a total population of
23779 and the average density was about of 3302 persons per sg. kms.

The study explains that, population density pattern is not uniform throughout the study period.
There was a great variation in the density of population. The percentage of high growth was noticed
in the year 1971, where the density increased form 5998 persons in 1961 to 6723 persons in 1971.
But there was decrease of density during the year 1981 due to the growth of total area of the city,
and its growth rate was about 28.62 sq km in 1971 and 83.55 in 1981.

In the year 1961 Belgaum had density of 5998 persons per sq. km. The density in 1971 rose to
6723 in 1971 and its growth was about 12.08per cent. Its density decreased to 3284 in 1981 (-
51.15%) over 1971 but it is observed from the above table and graph, that growth of population has
increased throughout the study period, particularly from 1981, it rose to 3888 in 1991, which was
18.39per cent growth of density over 1981, where as it rose to 4248 in 2001, which was 9.25per cent
growth of density of population over 1991. (Fig No 3.2)

During 1991, the density of population was about 3888 persons per sg.kms.and by 2001
census report the density of population increased to 4248 persons per sg. km.

In cantonment area also the density of population was increased from 1961 to 1981 i.e. 3039
to 3603 persons. It is clear from the table that the density of population slowly decreased form 1991
to 2001. The density of population varies between 3326 persons per sq. kms during 1991 and 3302
persons per sg. kms. during 2001.

Conclusion

Belgaum city is an ancient city of Karnataka state with vivid historical and cultural
background that has taken place over several centuries. According to 2001 census, population of the
city was 4,78,778 (including cantonment and outgrowth) persons and the city ranks 5" place in
terms of size of area, as compared with other cities in Karnataka. In the post independence period
(1961), Belgaum was classified as a class I city by the census authority of India. If it is compared
with the population of 1901, the present population of Belgaum city increased sharply about 17
times what it was 100 years back. Demographic growth in an expression commonly used to indicate
quantitative as well as qualitative changes in the population composition of the area under study.
Several amenities such as educational facilities, administrative activities, urban amenities and
facilities, means of transport and communication, business activities, concentration of industries etc.
are reasons for the population growth of the city. In the modern era, the process of industrialization
accelerated the rate of population growth and has led to urbanization, due to this factor demographic
and ecological structure have undergone vast change in the city.

What is Non Performing Asset

NPA (non-intermediary investment) refers to banking and financial conditions. If the bank or
finance company is unable to recover the borrowed money from the borrower within 90 days, the
outstanding amount is treated as NPA. It represents bad loans where borrowers have defaulted on
their repayment obligations. NPA can be classified into gross NPA and net NPA. Gross NPA is an
advance which cannot be recovered due to provisions made by the bank and is still in the books of
the banks. Net NPA is obtained by deducting gross NPA items such as interest payable but not
received, portion received and held in reserve account. An asset is classified as a non-performing
asset (NPA) if the borrower fails to pay the principal and interest within 180 days. However, since
March 2004, a borrower defaults if payments are not made within 90 days.
Causes of NAP

An asset leads to NPA if the borrower fails to pay the agreed interest and/or principal amount.
The NPA problem and its impact on profits and asset quality was not seriously addressed in Indian
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banking before 1991. There are several reasons for the alarming level of NPA in the Indian banking
sector. Asset quality was not a major concern in the Indian banking sector until 1991, it was mainly
focused on performance objectives such as opening wide networks/branches, rural development,
lending to priority sectors, employment generation, etc. But RBI issued guidelines. In 1993, based
on the recommendations of the Narasimham Commission, which called for the identification and
reduction of NPAs as a national priority, because NPA targets the credit risk of a bank and its
efficiency in resource allocation. NPA numbers affect the profitability and bottom line of banks.
One of the main reasons for bank loans in the banking sector is the targeted lending system, which
obliges commercial banks to lend 40% to primary sectors. The main sources of notable loans are
targeted loans to the micro sector, whose recovery is problematic, especially if one of its units falls
ill or deteriorates. The following reasons can be considered as the main cause of NPA:
e Faulty lending policy and making compulsion lending to priority sector by banks.
e Faulty credit management like defective credit in recovery mechanism, lack of
professionalism in the work force.
e Improper selection of borrowers/activities.
e Unscientific repayment schedule and mis-utilision of loans by user.
Untimely communication to the borrowers regarding their due date and lack of sponge legal
mechanism.
Weak credit appraisal system, Industrial problems and recession in market etc.
Legal impediments and time consuming nature of asset disposal process.
Political tool - Directed Credit to SSI and Rural sectors.
Manipulation by the debtors using political influence has been a cause for industrial bad
debt being so high.

NPA affects the profitability and profitability of banks. The major impact of NPA is the
change in sentiment among bankers, which can hinder the expansion of loans for productive
purposes. To avoid and reduce risks, banks can tend to riskier investments that are not conducive to
economic growth.

Banks in the private sector reported a faster growth rate overall in advances. Throughout the
study period, their total advances increased at an AAG rate of 25.97%. The nationalized banks, with
an average annual growth rate of 23.32% over the research period, came in second. SBI &
Associates' total advances increased at an AAG rate of 20.02%. International banks grew at the
slowest rate overall, with an AAG rate of 17.05. The primary cause of it is the advances' negative
growth (-1.30% and decreased growth 4.15%). It can also be seen that the growth rate has decreased
since 2010, which is primarily attributable to recessionary patterns brought on by the global
financial crisis. In India, the total AAG rate of advances for all SCBs was 20.499% during the period
of 2015-2022.

It demonstrates that SCBs have effectively reduced NPAs. Compared to private and foreign
banks, public sector banks among SCBs have made greater efforts to reduce NPAs—more than five
times throughout the eight-year research period.

The elevated Gross Marginal Property shows that the quality of the bank asset portfolio is
impacted by NPA proportion. Private sector banks are the most severely impacted, with an average
surge in gross non-performing assets (NPA) of 78.64% from 2011 to 2022. According to SBI &
Associates, the average growth rate was 22.11% from 2011 to 2022. Gross non-performing assets
have been observed to be increasing steadily since 2015.

Measures To Control Npas

The NPA of banks is an important criterion to assess the financial health of banking sector. It
reflects the asset quality, credit risk and efficiency in the allocation of resources to the productive
sectors. It has been noted that since the reform regime there has been various initiatives to contain
growth of NPA to improve the asset quality of the banking sector. Commercial banks have
envisaged the greatest renovation in their operation with the introduction of new concepts like
income recognition, prudential accounting norms and capital adequacy ratio etc which have placed
them in new platform. Following measures can be taken to control NPAs:

e There surely is a need to distinguish between willful and unwilling defaulters. In case of the
latter category of defaulters the law should not be as harsh as in case of willful defaulters.

e Ensuring minimum impact of NPAs on the financials.

e So for preventive the fresh inflow of funds into the non-performing category, banks should
reformulate their credit appraisal techniques.

e All kinds of lending involves three stages where discretion needs to be exercised
(a)Evaluation and assessment of the proposal (b) Timely monitoring and evaluation and
(c) Proper assessment of exit decision and modality.

e Banks should inspect the progress of the project or the business. Separate monitoring
department should be established in large branches for periodical review of accounts,
comparative risk analysis and compliance of terms and conditions of sanction. Equal
emphasis should be given for monitoring of standard assets also.

e Recovery competition system should be extended among the staff members. The recovering
highest amount should be felicitate Creation of a separate, Recovery apartment™ with Special
Recovery Officer.

e The Narshimham Committee on financial system (1991) has recommended the establishment
of Debt Recovery Tribunals (DRT) for the speedy recovery of the assets from NPAs
category. On the basis of recommendations 22 DRTs were established by passing the bill on
Recovery of Debt due to Banks and Financial Institutions Act 1993. But the performance of
DTRs for the past years has not been found satisfactory or up to the mark.

e Position of overdue accounts is reviewed on a weekly basis to arrest slippage of fresh
account to NPA.

Conclusion

The problem of NPAs is a live danger to the Indian Scheduled Commercial Banks, because it
destroys the healthy financial conditions of them. The recessionary pressures faced by the banking
sector is an important reason for the growth of NPA indicators, it should be managed to maintain a
healthy and viable banking environment. Recovery performance is better with respect to individual
small borrowers but it is slow in case of corporations and institutional borrowers. The bank
management may speed up recovery of good loans and bad loans through various modes to
decelerated growth of NPAs from the present level and also to prevent re-emergence of NPAs over
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the minimum level. Till recent past, corporate borrowers even after defaulting continuously never
had the fear of bank taking action to recover their dues. This is because there was no legal
framework to safeguard the real interest of banks. However with the introduction of SARFAECI
ACT banks can issue notices to defaulters to repay their loans. Also, the Supreme Court has recently
given the banks the freedom to sell mortgage assets of the borrowers, if they do not respond to the
legal proceedings initiated by lender. This enables banks to get rid of sticky loans thereby improving
their bottom lines.

Indigenous health care practices provide
low cost alternatives in the situation where modern health care services are not available or too
expensive. The collected plants were identified with the help of standard floras (Naik, 1979; Naiket
al., 1998) and Yadav and Sirdesai (2002). The plants were enumerated alphabetically along with
botanical name, family, Local name, Part used and uses. Information was collected during field trips
on the basis of interviews with the traditional practitioners, village heads, women folks senior
villagers at different localities inhibited who have knowledge of curative properties of plant.
Occasionally, the resource persons were also taken into the jungles as guide for collection of plant
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specimens.

Family: Caesalpininaceae. Local Name: Gajaga or sargargota. Part(s) used: Seed.
Ethnobotanical Uses: 1. About one gm seed is given along with betel leaf twice a day for two days
to cure abdominal pain 2. About one spoonful water of crushed seed is administrated twice a day for
two
days as a analgesic
3. Datura metel L.

Family: Solanaceae. Local Name: Kala dhotra. Part(s) used: leaves and fruit. Ethnobotanical
Uses: 1. Paste of leaves is applied on wound till cure 2. Powder of fruit is applied along with
coconut oil on wound till cure
4. Drimia indica (Roxb.) Jessop

Family: Liliaceae. Local Name:Ran kanda. Part(s) used: Root tuber. Ethnobotanical Uses: 1.
Piece of bulb is given along with betel leaf four times in a day as an antidote on snake bite
6. Ficus religiosa L.

Family: Moraceae. Local Name: Pimpal. Part(s)used: Stem bark. Ethnobotanical Uses: 1. Two
spoonful stem bark powder is mixed in two spoonful honey and taken orally twice a day for 15 days
to treat asthma. 2. A spoonful powder of stem bark is taken with water

Sthrice a day for three days to treat fever. 3. Used to cure different skin diseases. 4. Also used
for the treatment of asthma, diarrhoea. 5. Used to cure sexual disorders.

7. Helicteres isora L.

Family: Sterculaceae. Local Name: Murud sheng. Part(s) used: Leaves and pod.
Ethnobotanical Uses: 1. A spoonful powder of leaves is given twice a day for two days to cure
abdominal pain. 2. A spoonful pod powder is consumed twice a day for three days to cure
stomachache. 3. A spoonful fruit powder is given orally twice a day for two days to cure dysentery.
8. Hibiscus lobatus (Murr.) O. Ktze.

Family: Malvaceae. Local Name: Lahan jaswand. Part(s) used: Entire plant. Ethnobotanicl
Uses: 1. Roots ground with turmeric and the juice given to cure Dysentery and stomachache. 2.Paste
of fresh plant is applied on breast to cure mastitis.

9. Lantana camara L.

Family: Verbenaceae. Local Name: Tantani Part(s) used: Stem and Leaves. Ethnobotanical
Uses: 1. Ash of stem is applied along with coconut oil on wound for quick healing 2. Juice of leaves
is applied on infected skin. 3. Used to cure wound healing. 4. Helpful to cure stomach ache. 4. It can
also be used for chickenpox.

10. Limonia acidissima L.

Family: Rutaceae. Local Name: Kauth. Part(s) used: Leaves and fruit pulp. Ethnobotanical
Uses: Also used for sore throat and gums diseases. Leaves used to cure diarrhoea and dysentery..
Fruit powder is applied for insect bites. The powdered fruit is mixed with honey and used to treat
dysentery in children.

11. Madhuca longifolia (Koen.) Macbr.
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Family: Sapotaceae. Local Name: Moh. Part(s) used: Seed, stem bark and flowers.
Ethnobotanical Uses: . Paste of boiled flower is applied over belly twice a day for three days to in
continence of urine.. Half cup juice of stem bark and few flowers is given twice a days for two days
to cure dysentery. Used in treating skin diseases. .Used to cure piles.

12. Mimosa pudica L.

Family: Mimosaceae. Local Name: Lajalu. Part(s) used: Root. Ethnobotanical Uses: 1. Powder
of root is applied on wound for quick healing . 2. Half cup decoction of root is given twice a day to
control kidney stone.

13. Nyctanthes arbor-tristis L.

Family: Oleaceae. Local Name: Parijatak. Part(s) used: Leaves. Ethnobotanical Uses: A
spoonful mixture of juice of Nyctanthes and Ocimum leaves is adviced at early morning for six days
to cure fever.

14. Ricinus communis L.

Family: Euphorbiaceae. Local Name: Earandi. Part(s) used: Leaves. Ethnobotanical Uses: 1.
Spoonfuljuice of young leaves is mixed with half cup cow milk and drunk in early morning for three
days to cure hepatitis 2. Half cup juice of young petiole is mixed with half cup goat milk and drunk
at morning for three days to cure hepatitis.

15. Vitex negundo L.

Family: Verbenaceae. Local Name: Nirgudi. Part(s) used: Leaves. Ethnobotancial Uses:
1.Paste of warmed leaves is applied on inflammatory area till cure (Gangaram). 2. Warmed leaves
are tided on joint to cure arthritis (Perchake). 3. Leaves are cooked in rice and advised to consume
early in morning for eight days to cure rheumatic pain (Perchake)

16. Withania somnifera (L.) Dunal

Family: Solanaceae. Local Name: Dolkamuni. Part(s) used: Root and Leaves. Ethnobotanical
Uses: 1. Powder of root is mixed in wheat flour and fried in cow ghee. 14 tablets were made from
this mixture. One tablet is advised in early morning to cure weakness. 2. Paste of leaves is applied
on wound for quick healing.

17. Woodfordia fruticosa (L.) Kurz

Family: Lythraceae. Local Name: Ghyati. Part(s) used : Leaves and Flowers. Ethnobotanical
Uses: 1. About half cup juice of flowers is given two times in a day to cure dysentery.

1. Paste of leaves is rub on forehead to control headache.
DISCUSSION AND RESULT

The present investigation comprises 17 species of medicinal plants belonging 17 families used
in the treatment of different diseases. Different parts of medicinal plants are used in the treatment of
different diseases.The present study is a careful observation regarding diseases and their curative
phytomedicines. The plant resources of Mahur taluka of Nanded district are still quite rich in raw
materials needed for various purposes. The ethno medicinal plants need to be investigated for
pharmacological activity on the basis of ethno therapeutics being practiced by the tribals/rural. It is
clearly suffices that nature has bestowed the region under study with enormous wealth of medicinal
plantlore. Systematic efforts should be undertaken to confirm ethnobotanical claims through
intensive and interdisciplinary work involving ethnobotanists, chemists, pharmacognists and
physicians of various systems of medicine, like Allopathy, Homeopathy, Ayurveda, Unani and other
indigenous systems of medicine. Ethnomedicinal information collected form tribal, venders and
medicinal practitioner is useful for research in the fields of ethnobotany and pharmacology for
further studies. Medicines are prepared in the form of paste, powder, extract and juice.
